A Portion of roadway or shoulder
designated for single directional bicycle
8 flow
! A Define separate spaces for bicyclists and

drivers
A Bicyclists may leave the bike lane to

pass, make left turns, or avoid obstacles

| A Bike lanes are indicated by signs (below)
and markings (right)
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Buffered Bike
Lanes

A Provide for greater
separation between
bicycles and motor
vehicles than non-

buffered bike lanes

A Painted buffer at least
2 feet wide is located
between bike lane
and motor vehicle
travel lane

A If buffer is at least 3
feet wide, it is marked
with crosshatching at
50 foot intervals
